Now is the time to form your cadre of folks to participate at the
Beelab for two or three visits to transplant seedlings. The potted seedlings will be placed in the irrigated pens and
will continue to thrive and prosper until October. It is at this time that you may pick up an assortment of plants to



support your community projects. Note that what you transplant on the days your team is there, are not the
specific plants or species you will receive in the fall. We presently have 52 flats of seedlings that are germinating.
That does not include what the Beelab will release for transplant. That also does not include any diverse species we
may pick from Bona Terra.

Upon pickup in October, you will be provided full-grown herbaceous straight species, perennials, and shrubs. You
will be provided with a biodiverse palette based upon your growing environment (sun/shade). A minimum donation
will be set later in the season. This is necessary to support operational costs (soil, pots, plant tags, markers, etc.)
